TRAINING LEAGUE RULES & REGULATIONS

2012 SEASON

Logistics:

• Team managers are responsible for ensuring that all coaches and parent-assistants have a criminal background check on file.

• NO JEWELRY IS ALLOWED TO BE WORN DURING A GAME!

• Each team will have no more than 14 players. ESA will attempt to limit teams to 12

player rosters if possible.

• ESA will provide uniform t-shirts, hats, and socks for each team. Players are able to

keep these items at the end of the season. Also included are 3 adult shirts and hats for the manager and 2 assistant coaches. If the team decides to put names on the shirts it will be at the expense of the team.

• Every team receives trophies at the end of the season. REMEMBER: This is a training league…they ALL WIN.

• Each team will be provided with the following equipment:

 -12 practice balls

 -12 game balls

 -5 batting helmets with masks which MUST be worn. If a child purchases his

or her own helmet, the helmet MUST have a mask. It is the coach’s

responsibility to enforce this rule.

 -1 set of throw down bases for practice

* 7U coaches will be provided catcher’s equipment

A deposit check will be required at equipment hand out.

• Practice fields should be scheduled with the Parks Department 
(636-938-6775)
Playing Rules:

• Each team is scheduled 12 games. (8 Games for 4U)

• The first 2 games that are rained out will not be rescheduled.  After that games will be rescheduled as field space allows. The home team coach does the rescheduling.  (Depending on the number of rainouts we have, we can sometimes allow teams to reschedule their first 2 rained out games.)
• Rainouts will be announced on the ESA number @ (636) 938-9372

• 4U-6U Games are ONE HOUR MAX or 7 INNINGS EQUALS A GAME.

* 7U Games are 90 MINUTES MAX or 7 INNINGS EQUALS A GAME.

• HOME TEAM WILL GET THEIR AT-BAT.

• DO NOT START ANOTHER INNING AFTER 55 MINUTES OF PLAY FOR 4U-6U

or 85 MINUTES FOR 7U.

• The 1st team listed on the game schedule is the home team. They provide the balls for the game.

ESA Staff will pick up the pitching machine and/or batting tee after the game.*
• Pitching distance and base paths: See TRAINING LEAGUE RULES OF GAME PLAY for distances relating to each age group (4U-7U). The head umpire and the grounds crew will set these distances before the game starts.

• Coaches ARE NOT to move bases after they have been placed. *Coaches should

contact the Head Umpire on Park Grounds if it is determined there is an error in the

base path distances.

• All players at bat, on base, or warming up to bat must wear a batting helmet with mask.

• The team in the field may have one adult in the first base area and one adult in the third base area to help with instructions. Teams may have a third adult in the outfield to assist outfielders with instructions if necessary. NO MORE than 3 adults will be

allowed to direct play in the field area.

• Every team should have a parent in charge of the dugout and batting line up.

• No lead-offs or base stealing.

• All other players must be positioned behind the base paths to ensure that collisions do not occur with base runners. (Coaches, please monitor this.)

• All players play the field for 4U-6U. (7U, see Training League Rules of Game Play)

Pitching rules:

• 7U teams will use the pitching machine.  Each player will be allowed 5 swings before a strikeout is recorded and counted as an out.  No called strikes.  A 5th swing foul, or foul tip, results in the player receiving another pitch.  (Same as 2 strike fouls with regular baseball rules.)
• 6U teams should be using the pitching machine.   A pitching machine will be provided and is encouraged for this age bracket. Coach pitch or batting tee should be used after a player has had 5 swings with the pitching machine to ensure that the games keep moving.

• 5U teams will be coach pitch. A batting tee should be used after 5 pitches to ensure that games keep moving.

• 4U teams will use a batting tee.

*The home team of the last game scheduled for the day, will check to make sure a member of ESA Staff will be picking up the pitching machine and/or batting tee.  If you are not certain a member of ESA Staff is coming for the equipment, please look for a Board Member or Head Umpire on duty.  A Staff Member will be wearing a bright blue ESA shirt, and usually will be located at the concession stand or near the Bedo Building where the equipment is to be returned.
